
 
 

Children’s Ministries Volunteer Opportunities 
 
Teacher (Catechist) 
Solo catechists teach 23-25 sessions per year. Team catechists teach 12-13 times per year. 
Substitutes are available. Class size is 8 students. Lesson plans and materials are provided. 
Orientation sessions are in September. 
  

Leader—Liturgy of the Word With Children 

Serve once per month at the 11:00 am Mass. Present the readings from the children’s lectionary 
and a short, ―interactive‖ homily. 
  

Class Materials Assistant 
Wednesday morning from 10:00 am – Noon, from September through May. Assistants usually 
volunteer twice a month. Prepare and organize materials for classes. 
  

Front Desk Attendant 
Two to four times per month, on Wednesdays during class periods. Answer phones, direct 
parents and students, help with mailings or other tasks. 
  

Puppet Team Coordinator 
Occasionally we have a 10-minute puppet show put on by our pre-teens. Several volunteers are 
needed to be present at rehearsals and to coordinate the presentations. 
  
Children’s Outreach Committee 

Help select and coordinate educational and service projects to increase the children’s 
awareness of those less fortunate. 
  

Children’s Faith Formation Committee/Commission 

Meet six times per year on a weekday to discuss new programs, curriculum changes, class 
times, etc. One representative of this group reports to the Formation Commission. 
  

Children and Family Events Committee 

Meet monthly to plan family events that take place outside of class time such as the Family 
Dinners, Camp-Ins and Sledding Party. New members and new ideas always welcomed! 
  

Vacation Bible School Area Coordinator 
Five mornings during the second week of June. Pick an area—snacks, games or crafts to 
coordinate.
