Grade 9 Faith Formation Semester 2 Overview 
 

 Their curriculum is designed to be grounded in a solid initiation theology, rooted in the church com-
munity and focused on more deeply initiating these teens into ongoing faith development.   
 
 They work through a period of initiation first, looking at who they are and then reflect on their cur-
rent attitudes toward religious beliefs and practices. They look specifically at their images and understand-
ing of God as well as Jesus and his message.  They explore the concept of faith and understanding of what 
church is. The second phase is one of formation in which they look at what we as Catholics believe revela-
tion, God, Jesus-mission and teachings, death and resurrection, sin and the Holy Spirit.  
 
 In addition, there are several components that add additional scope to this part of the program.  They 
experience two different kinds of service projects. One is an all class fund raiser to give them the experience 
of working together to raise money for the other two.  The second is a is a personal project in which they 
share the talents God gave them with an organization of their choice.  Now is the time to talk at home about 
what those gifts are and to begin exploring how to best share them with others.   
 
There are two guidelines to use in choosing a personal project; 

•        You should name your gifts and talents first. God meant for you to use them! 
•        You should chose one agency to share those gifts with at least once a month from October
