Edition of the Roman Missal which begins on the First Sunday of Advent, November 27, 2011. The Third
Edition of the Roman Missal has been in the working stages for over ten years. The main thrust of the new
edition is the closer and more literal translation of the Mass from the Latin texts. Many prayers and
responses will be changed to reflect that literal translation, including some of the sung parts of the Mass,
such as the Gloria and Holy, Holy, Holy, and Memorial Acclamations. With these pending changes it will give
us all a chance to examine our practices in liturgy and give us a greater understanding in regards to what
we do and why we do it in the Mass. It gives us a great opportunity to learn and understand our Roman
Catholic Worship, its history, development, that with a greater understanding, give it relevancy in our lives
as we live out the Gospel message.
