· Compass Mission Statement:  Compass empowers teenagers of any background to pursue their God-given purpose through community and exploration.

· Compass Vision Statement:  An experience with Compass cultivates purpose-minded individuals who foster faith, belonging, justice, and hope, locally and globally.

· Compass Value Statements:
· Inclusion:  Compass is a space for everyone to develop and grow into their whole selves. We believe that when you work to create a faith community where everyone belongs, you will always belong.
· Presence:  We value experiences that bring us face-to-face with Jesus Christ, ourselves, and those around us. Compass creates space for prayer, processing and reflection on moral questions, relevant topics and questions that fosters deep connections.
· Creativity:  We practice creativity through intentional reflection and openness to unexpected ideas. Creativity fuels compassion and together they build hope. This paradigm applies to how we build a faith community, debate ideas, and serve others.
· Compass Teaching Sessions all center on a single question like:
· What does it mean to believe and live faithfully?
· What is the Bible all about?
· What is theology and why does it matter?
· What does it mean to be a Catholic Christian in today’s cultures?
· Why do terrible things happen to good people?
· What does it mean to be created in the image of God?
